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Washington, Apr 10 (Prensa Latina) US President Donald Trump canceled his participation at
the 8th Summits of the Americas this week in Peru and a subsequent visit to Colombia, in what
would be his first visit to the region as president. 

'President Trump will not attend the 8th Summit of the Americas in Lima, Peru, nor will he travel
to Bogota, Colombia, as he was originally scheduled,' White House press secretary Sarah
Sanders said in a statement on Tuesday.

According to the spokeswoman, Vice President Mike Pence will travel instead, while Trump will
remain in the United States 'to monitor the US response to Syria and monitor events around the
world.'

The news about the non-participation of the head of state in the hemispheric forum occurs only
a day after a State Department official offered details of the trip and the Republican ruler's
intentions to attend the event, which will be held on the April 13 and 14.

In that time, however, he has undertaken more distant trips to Europe, Asia and the Middle East
on several occassions.

The news of the cancellation of the trip is spread after Trump said Yesterday that the United
States would have 24 to 48 hours to decide the response to an alleged attack with chemical
weapons in Syria, from which Washington wasted no time to blame the government of Bashar
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Al -Assad.

The possible presence of Trump at the Summit of the Americas in Lima was seen as a cause of
tension in the meeting, as the president was with an agenda aimed at seeking regional support
for his hostile stance against Venezuela, as confirmed by his administration on Monday.

Also, his position on immigration and recent comments against countries in the area considered
offensive augured another reason for disagreement in the forum.  
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
