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The First Secretary of the Central Committee of the Communist Party of Cuba, Raul Castro, voted this Sunday in
the referendum on the new Constitution of the Republic.

The Army general went to an electoral college in Playa municipality in Havana to endorse the constitution approved
in December by the National Assembly of Popular Power.

After depositing his ballot, the leader spoke with the pioneers (primary and middle school students) who guarded
the polls and with the members of the polling station.

Raul Castro headed the parliamentary commission responsible for drafting the Constitution, which is the result of
the contribution of the population, expressed in more than 780,000 proposals, many of them incorporated into the
text, which came out of a consultation in which nearly nine million people participated.
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
